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What is the Disabled Persons
Housing Service?

The Disabled Persons Housing Service is a specialist

team which helps vulnerable or disabled people find

accommodation to meet their housing needs. We

are based at Homechoice on Corporation Road in

Middlesbrough.

What can the service offer me?

Our sensitive service can help you access a

range of housing specifically for people with mental

health needs, learning disabilities,

physical disabilities or for elderly people in

need of appropriate accommodation.

Contact us if:

• You have housing needs and consider yourself 

to be vulnerable or disabled due to physical 

disability, mental ill health, learning disability, 

or age related frailty



• You require specialist, adapted or supported 

accommodation

• You are in hospital and cannot be discharged 

because your current home is no longer suitable

• You are a carer and need to move closer to the 

person you care for, or you are cared for and 

need to move closer to your carer

• You are elderly and require sheltered or extra 

care housing

Who deals with my case?

An Assessment and Liaison Officer will manage your

case throughout the process of finding a suitable

property to meet your needs, where it is appropriate.



Your Assessment and Liaison Officer will work closely

with other agencies such as Health and Social

Services and obtain copies of all relevant assessment

documents. The officer can also request an

Occupational Therapist’s assessment, if it is

appropriate. This information will help us determine

your housing and support needs.

How do you find appropriate
accommodation?

We have a number of adapted properties and we

also work with all social housing providers in

Middlesbrough that have specialist accommodation.

As we have a number of adapted properties,

rehousing is looked into in the first instance.

However, in situations where this is not possible or

appropriate, the team can also help with other

alternatives, such as carrying out adaptations to an

existing property, where it is possible.



What other services are available?

Your Assessment and Liaison Officer can also help

you access appropriate services or support to help

you live independently in your home, such as the

warden service, home care support through social

services or floating support with another registered

social landlord.
